   General Membership meeting 

opened at 7:15 pm . 

WildlifeðOil spill: It was suggested 

at the last meeting that we give a dona-

tion to restoring a wet lands project or 

saving our birds, etc. It was decided 

that we will give 10% of our gate pro-

ceeds to one of these causes.  We will 

be contacting the Audubon Institute 

and see what we can do to help one of 

these projects.  We will also offer them 

as table at our up coming show in Oc-

tober. Milo, who is managing our new 

fine art section for the Festival will 

contact them and get us some info on 

the above. 

 Fine Arts Category: This year we 

will be adding Fine Arts to our catego-

ries. This division will be handled by 

Milo, an artist along with a committee 

of experts.  Fifty percent of the entry 

fees generated this year will provide 

prize money and ribbons for 1st,  2nd, 

and 3rd Best of Show awarded .  By 

next year, we are hoping to get a spon-

sor for this category. The above was 

approved by the board. 

Rules Book:  The rules book was 

reviewed by the Board and it was de-

cided that we will advertise our new 

Fine Art  category and in Division GA, 

since carvers are donating pieces , they 

will be allowed to put a minimum bid 

on their donations. Only a few other 

minor changes had to be made. 

 Advertising: The board agreed to 

spending less on National advertising 

and more on local advertising since we 

can get more attendance on a local ba-

sis. It would also help to set a prece-

dent of under $500 per magazine.  Mr. 

Frank suggested we advertise in Wild 

Fowl Carvers Magazine and a member 

responded that we are advertising in 

their magazine.  

Representative from the Maritime 

Museum:  Mr. Mike Delery, a repre-

sentative from the Maritime Museum 

was our guest and spoke to us a little 

about the Museum and what we could 

expect on August 14th when we join 

them for the Carvers Decoy Show.  He 

said that the Museum will also be  

holding a Boat Festival at a later date 

with boat building classes and interests 

for kids. They want to promote whatôs 

from down here in Louisiana. Four to 

five hundred Museum members have 

been notified and about 300 flyers have 

been mailed out. There will be door 

prizes, and raffles.  There will be a si-

lent auctionð(donor can set a mini-

mum bid on his item). Cash or Credit 

Cards will be the two means of pay-

ment. (No Checks). There will be an 

area on the dance floor designated for 

carving demonstrations so spectators 

can see.  So far 21 have signed up to 

show their work. The area is approxi-

mately 65 feet wide x 175 long-air-

conditioned.  There may be a shortage 

on tables, so bring your table if you 

have one. Seating accommodations are 

150-175 ,  

General Meeting Door Prizes:  In 

the past before Katrina we have had 

door prizes donated and given away at 

the end of each meeting. Members said 

yes, so starting with the July meeting, 

if you have a donation, please bring it.

Bobbyôs wife lent them to Cal to bring 

so we could view them.  He also 

showed two of Bobbyôs Mallard Gun-

ning Birds  made of tupelo and painted 

in oils 

Mr. Frank did an article for Wildfowl 

Carving Magazine on Elmer Crowelôs   

Bayou Miniaturesðabout 40 in differ-

ent positions preening, etc. The article 

will appear in Wildfowl Magazine. 

Fred Guidry brought an Oyster Lug-

ger boat he is working on; he said he 

still needed to put some lights on it. It 

is mostly made of cypress. 

Ralph Schnexyder brought a carving 

knife along with a tupelo blade protec-

tor which he carved out where the 

blade will go and glued together the 

two pieces. A lot more attractive than a 

Styrofoam  blade cover.  

Billy Hanemann brought a pair of 

Pintails made of Tupelo, with a tapered 

wood peg to hold the head onto the 

body instead of a metal nail which 

would over a period of time eventually 

rust. .  They were painted with oils. 

After Show & Tell, motion was made 

and second to adjourn the meeting. The 

meeting closed at 8:20 p.m..
